Waste of Concern at Hanford 
• ~ 1 million gallons of high-level waste 

that leaked or was spilled into the soil 
from ~69 single-shell tanks  







 
Waste of Concern at Hanford 
• Leaked waste in the soil is still high-

level waste – the act of leaking from a 
tank did not result in removal of key 
radionuclides  



 
Waste of Concern at Hanford 

• 1,335 canisters of 
cesium 

• 601 canisters of 
strontium 

• ~ 100 million curies  



 
Waste of Concern at Hanford 

• Direct disposal ? 
• Blend into HLW 

stream? 
• Storage to allow 

decay and eventual 
shallow land  

    disposal ?

• “High-heat” logs intended for German 
repository studies 

• High-level waste – should go to a 
repository 
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
